1. Purpose: Beyond the pasture of fellowship and sharing, the MGF grows and develops into a ranch
for the missional generation that builds up the next generation (parents' generation, previous
generation, and senior generation),

2. Mission Statement

who bear fruit,

becoming a missionary all-generation,

3, Plan: Starting new 2024 Mokjang system on Sunday (1/14), the new system below will be organized.,

4, Plan of All-Life, All-Generation Group in 2024

1) January is a period of adjustment to the new ranch, where we get to know each other, socialize
over lunch, and discuss future plans,

2) Group leaders (fruit generation - parent leaders, tree generation - shepherds, assistant
shepherds, root generation - senior leaders) will participate in the All-Life Group leader meeting
on January 21st (Sunday 1:15pm) and after the leader’'s meeting every Saturday after the early

@ Fruit Generation Ranch: The second Sunday of the week is a Mokjang meeting, the fourth Sunday
of the week is a seminar hosted by MGF, a parent seminar hosted by the Ministry of Education, a
joint meeting, and a meeting with children, etc,, providing various educational and fellowship
times,

@ Tree Generation Ranch: A traditional ranch gathering that meets on the 2nd and 4th Sundays.

® Root Generation Ranch: The senior committee plans various activities such as senior seminars,
senior Bible studies, and senior Sunday fellowships, Every Sunday, lunch fellowship is held in
groups or freely,

each other)
