Chapter 1 within a biblical small group built on trust and intimate relationship.

* Focus: What is a All-Life cell group? (First meeting/definition of cell group)

1. Cell Group Purpose? Congregation relationship is based on trust and intimacy.
(Acts 2:40-47, 1 peter 2:9-10)

1-1.  Who are the people of God in the cell group? (1 peter 2:9-10)
- Those who want to be a part of God’s chosen people

1-2.  How will we develop trust among within the cell group? (Acts 2:40-47)
- Cell group is important to realize that we are God’s chosen people in an intimate relationship with
God and each other.

1-3.  Through trust how will we develop intimacy in relationships? (Acts 2:40-47)
- regular meetings, spiritual relationship in prayer, eating together, fellowship, support, learning God
through scripture and Christian books, sharing life together

2. Biblical small group in community (Ephesians 2:11-22)
- Through learning to love God and neighbor and by sharing our beliefs and life in
spiritual fellowship together

2-1. What does “Biblical cell group” mean?
- Ephesians 2:11-22 = “Biblical small group” does not just mean reading, memorizing, and studying
the Bible together, but it means centered in Jesus Christ in peace and reconciliation for all people.

2-2. Why does cell group need to be a small group?
- It is for close and intimate relationship and we find in the examples of Jesus Christ with 12 disciples.

2-3. What do you want in All-Life Cell Group Comm-+unity?
- Community means we come together for unity in Christ.

3-1. What does It truly mean “to be being together”?

3-3. What does it mean to love our neighbor, how do we love our neighbor?
- Neighbor is the people that God has chosen to be with you. And we love no matter their background
and your personal preference.

(Galatians 5:22-6:2)

4-1. What is “Faith?” What is the relationship between “Faith” and life?
- Faith is not only about head knowledge, but our relationship with God and our neighbors.

4-2. How is “Spiritual Fellowship” and how can we live out real and meaningful fellowship through our
cell groups?
- Galatians 5:22-6:2 - Spiritual fellowship means having a relationship in Christ which is there is an
evidence of God’s character in love, joy, peace, patience, kindness, goodness, faithfulness,
gentleness, and self-control.
